Southern Gold 2021 Customer Appreciation Sale

Sift and Sale Requirements

· All pigs must be sired by boars in stud at Southern Gold Sires.
· All pigs must have standard ear notches.
· It is recommended that all pigs weigh 30lbs or more.
· We prefer that pigs are born between Dec. 1 & Feb. 1
· Clipping the pigs is recommended as well.
· Pigs will be sifted out to obtain a reasonable sale number, so bring your best!
· Entries not making the sale will be the responsibility of the owner and they may be sold in your pen in the back.
· We will ear tag each pig in the sift to make it easier on the buyers.  If you are bringing a cross we can use the tag number issued by your vet. If you are bringing a purebred and it is not tagged we will issue a tag number.  We would like to avoid double tagging pigs but allow the tags to be easily read by buyers.
· Classes will be divided by breed and sex

The sift will begin at 11 am EST with gilts followed then by male pigs.  We will offer ten divisions (in this order) Berkshire, Chester, Duroc, Hampshire, Hereford, Poland, Spot, Yorkshire, Dark, and Light Crossbred.  A Champion and a Reserve will be awarded for each breed and will be advertised by Southern Gold.

	**Note: You must bring your own bedding, shavings are recommended.  We will have shavings available for purchase at the fairgrounds.  The building is heated for the comfort of you and your hogs.


Entry Fee and Commission

The entry fee for the 2021 Southern Gold Customer Appreciation Sale is $25 per head and must be postmarked by Monday, March 1, 2021.  FEES MUST ACCOMPANY ENTRY FORM. Late fees will be accepted after this date at a charge of $50 per head. Entry fees are non-refundable. Please remember that all entries must be checked in no later than 9:00am EST on Sunday, March 7, 2021.  A commission fee of 7% will be charged on all pigs sold through the sale.  Proceeds from the sale will be mailed to the seller within 30 days of the sale date.  In case of insufficient funds and/or nonpayment from the buyer, settlement with the seller will be delayed until collection is secured.

**It is the responsibility of the breeder to make sure the purebred papers get transferred to the buyer of the pig in a timely manner.  We request that all transfers occur within 30 days of receiving buyer information (We request that you try to get all the information after the sale).  It will be easiest if you bring the registration papers with you, fill them out and give them directly to the buyer.

Prizes

Cash awards and banners will be given to all breed champions.  $1000 cash prize  will be given to the Overall Grand Champion Male and Overall Grand Champion Female.

Health Regulation Requirements and Health Papers
(please thoroughly read through)

An official interstate health certificate of veterinary inspection from state of origin and issued by a licensed accredited veterinarian must accompany each animal.  All animals may be listed on one health certificate.  THE ORIGINAL HEALTH CERTIFICATE MUST ACCOMPANY MUST BE PRESENTED AND ONE COPY OF THE ORIGINAL CERTIFICATE MUST BE SUPPLIED FOR EACH ANIMAL.

Official Identification for Swine:
· Official eartags that conform to one of the following systems: National Uniform Ear-tagging System (NUES), Animal Identification number (AIN/840), or Premises Identification Number (PIN).  **If you cannot get 840 tags through your vet, please contact Dr. Kristin Tormoehlen 812-358-2947, and she will accommodate you.
· Ear notches or tattoos (ear or inner flank) if recorded in Purebred Registry Association Board with documentation attached to the CVI.
· Eartags bearing the premises identification number combined with a unique number from the producer's identification system.

	Applicable Regulations for this move
· Official identification is required.
· Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) issued by an accredited veterinarian 30 days or less prior to entry, with official identification recorded on or attached to the certificate.  CVI shall be completed at the time of examination. 
· It is strongly suggested that all pigs be vaccinated for Swine Influenza, and Circo Virus.  These products are available commercially from several vaccine companies.  Contact your local vet for more information.              
· CVI must include the statements, "Swine have not been Pseudorabies vaccinated," and "Swine have not been fed garbage."
· Remember, an original Interstate health certificate must accompany each shipment and each pig must have one copy of the original health certificate.
